Entry Detail and Rules

2. Correct standard headgear and riding dress should be worn in all
classes. Anyone not complying may be asked to leave the competition and
forfeit their entry fee.

3. The Decision of the Judges is Final. Competitors who disobey any Judge or
Officials decision could be refused entry into any future Bovington Equestrian
competitions.

4. Entries must be made on the accompanying form and accompanied by a
cheque for the relevant amount.

5. The Committee reserve the right to cancel or divide any class, to alter
advertised times and to refuse any entry without reason.

6. Neither the organisers, landowners, or the committee accept liability for
accidents, loss, damage, or illness of any horse, owner, rider, spectator, pet or
any other person or property whatsoever.

7. No entry fee will be refunded without a Vet or Doctor’s certificate.

8. No horse or pony under 4 years of age may enter.

9. In the event of adverse weather conditions, it is the competitors responsibility
to contact the organisers to seek confirmation of the cancellation of any event.

10. Uncollected rosettes and test sheets will only be forwarded on to competitors
if a SAE is left with the secretary.

12. Horses may be ridden twice in the same test with different riders at the
discretion of the organisers.
