There will be two clinics in the 
morning, each one appertaining to the tests to be 
held in the afternoon, one to start at 10.00 and 
one at 11.00.  Particiapants can take part in one or 
both events.  Applications forms are on the 
website.  We plan to hold these 
clinics/competitions every month. Pony Club 
members may also take part. 
 

Also back in October are our Jumping Competitions 
which are to be held on the second Sunday in every 
month until March.  We have decided not to run it 
as a league this year.  But, we have decided to 
allow the ponies to be hired again, so if any Pony 
Club members would like to take part they can do 
so. The only change is that there will be no sharing 
of ponies and each pony will only be allowed to 
take part in 2 classes.  Also if you are in the Pony 
Club, you will have to have your instructor’s 
permission to take part.  Pony/horse hire must be 
booked with Sue or Steph in the diary, prior to 
putting in your entry form.  Again, forms are on the 
website. A point to note though is that we will be 
starting earlier in the day, Class 1 will be at 10.00 
and Class 4 will not start before 12.30.
